Tips for writing a good abstract for an AMS meeting:
1. Choose your Session Topic carefully.  Ensure you’ve read the Call for Papers for the conference or symposia you plan to submit to.  Will your abstract fit in with the conference theme and topic description?  Make note of the topic keywords.
2. Follow instructions.  Read the directions on each tab.  There are six easy steps. You can return to previous steps via the control panel on the left should you need to make any edits.  On the author(s) step, ensure you are listing all of your collaborators in the correct order.  Complete each step so your abstract is not rejected! 
3. Fine tune your title.  Make a good first impression!  Does your title compel people to read your abstract?  Create a short, catchy title using relevant keywords.   Your title should be a teaser of what your abstract is about.  Keywords help ensure your title is found in an online search.
4. Be Clear.  What is the question or problem?  Briefly summarize your primary objective and hypotheses.  Describe your methods and approach.   Did you answer the question or solve the problem?  What is new or unique about your research?  Be specific about your key findings and their relevance to the field.   Your final sentence should include keywords and next steps.
5. Be Concise.  Be mindful of the word limit.  Use present or simple past tense.  Avoid jargon and inflammatory opinions. What information must the reader know to understand the importance of your study?  Focus on your work rather than citing others.  Use professional language to communicate your main points. 
6. Proofread and Review.  Spelling errors and typos distract the reader from your content!  Allow time for edits.  Have mentors and peers review your draft and provide feedback.  Ask a professional from outside your field to read your abstract for accessibility and order.   Read your abstract out loud and backwards to yourself before submitting the final version.  

By following these tips, you’ll increase the chances that your abstract will stand out and colleagues will want to attend your presentation at the conference!
